« Practical sessions, for example, basic life support, manual
handling, infection control to support the observational work
experience

« Coaching for, and experience of, a simulated health
care interview.

+ Support to draft a personal statement and CV to support
applications for roles in NHS Wales.

The programme includes 20-25 hours of workplace experience in
a local NHS Trust in Wales. Expenses available for travel to and
from placement. We also have some hardship funds for travel
expenses for the in-person programme.
